Wolverines took 3 place in
the Solano Showdown and
improved their record to 8-6.

In a tough pre-season
schedule, Sierra has faced
four teams ranked top 10 in
the state, and six others who
are ranked in the top 15 in
the North.

Of those teams, City College
of San Francisco is currently
ranked #2 in the state with a
record of 14-0. The
Wolverines were defeated

by San Francisco by 3
points in the championship
game of the Sierra
Shootout. They hope to
seek redemption this
coming weekend at the
Golden Gate Classic.

Hines, Ruscillo & Stephens Earn
All-Tournament Honors

Sierra was honored with four all tournament selections in their three tournaments so far this
season. Chelsey Ruscillo earned All-Tourney in the Sierra Shootout after averaging 15 points, 2
assists and 2.5 steals a game over the three days. She also hit big shots down the stretch to
help the wolverines defeat Contra Costa in the first round.

What’s Inside...

Kayla Hines and Brandi Stephens both earned All-Tournament at the Shasta Invitational. Hines
pulled down 7 boards a game and a chipped in 19 points over the weekend to help the
Wolverines to a 3d place finish. Stephens averaged 11 points a game, including a 20 point first
round effort against San Mateo, shooting an impressive 5-7 behind the arc.
